Notice of Collection and Use of Personal Information

Dear Parent/Guardian, Student 18+ Years, Staff, Community Members:

The Municipal Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act sets guidelines that Boards of Education must
adhere to when protecting the personal information of their students. The Act requires that students, and
parent/guardians of students under the age of 18, be informed of the uses, disclosures and maintenance of their
personal information and that they be given the opportunity to make inquiries about the same.

Personal Information includes but may not be limited to a student’s first and last name, address, telephone number,
email address, student number, student’s three-letter identification, school name and grade.

During the school year, you or your child(ren) will be involved in a variety of school related activities and events
consistent with the purpose of educating students in accordance with the Education Act. We bring to your attention the
following areas that you and/or your child’s personal information may be revealed without notification to you.

Under the authority of the act, personal information may be disclosed:

= To volunteers and bus operators for the purpose of making contact during an emergency, such as inclement
weather situations, etc.;

=  To School Councils for communication purposes;

= With the offices of a Member of Parliament and/or a Member of Provincial Parliament for the purpose of the
student receiving a congratulatory letter;

= With the Health Units, for the purpose of "establishing and maintaining a school health record according to the
Health Protection and Promotion Act and Immunization of School Pupils Act". Medical information may be
shared with parent volunteers and bus operators when relevant (i.e. on a school trip);

= OSBIE (Ontario School Board Insurance Exchange) in the event of an accident or witness to one;

= OFSAA (Ontario Federation of Secondary Athletic Association) for students that express a desire to participate in
school athletics.

Third party contractors sign a confidentiality clause that states that personal information disclosed to them may only be
used for the purpose that it was collected and no other purpose. Personal information may be shared with third party
contracts such as:

= School Photographers;

=  The Student Transportation Service — Brant Haldimand Norfolk and their contracted Bus Companies;

= A Computer Service Company for the purpose of troubleshooting computer software, specifically the Student
Administration Software;

= Third party providers of online teaching tools requiring class lists to create student accounts.

Other instances when personal information may be disclosed:

=  Students' work with their first name and last initial and possibly grade levels, may be displayed in the
classroom or school hallways, or may be shared with the public through science fairs, art projects, bulletin board
displays, school newspapers, Board Publications and at the Catholic Education Centre;

= (Class lists with students' first and last initial only, may be distributed to other parents for addressing greeting
cards or invitations about Halloween, Christmas, Valentine's Day, birthday parties, etc. ;

= The media may be invited to the school to take video or photographs and write articles about achievements,
graduations or special events, as part of the school's communication plan to share newsworthy events that
occur at the school and/or Board;
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= Student/family names and contact information may be shared with the local parish or diocese for the purposes
of communicating information such as details of sacramental preparation, etc.;

= Students may be audiotaped, videotaped or photographed by staff for assessment purposes. All records will be
retained/deleted/destroyed, safely and timely, in accordance to the Board’s file retention guidelines;

= Photographs and videos of students (with their first names and grade), collectively or individually, may be
taken by the Brant Haldimand Norfolk Catholic D.S.B. staff and/or professional photographers that have been
approved by the Board and may be used in the following manner:

* Bulletin boards that are displayed in the classroom and in school hallways;

* School yearbooks, school newsletters, or for school identification purposes;

*  During classroom activities, open house or parents' night, etc.;

* Course calendars, presentations and other Board and School Publications;

* Inlocal newspapers and on local television;

* Onthe BHNCDSB and school websites, Twitter accounts or other social media accounts (images and
possibly first name only);

* On some school buses, to monitor student behavior.

Internet: Students have been instructed not to disclose personal information over the Internet. Parents should be sure
to read the Electronic Communications and Social Media Use Policy that can be found on the Board’s website and the
Student Information and Communications Technology Use Agreement that is distributed by the school, and each student
is required to sign.

Should you wish to discuss the use and disclosure of your and/or your child(ren)’s personal information, please contact
your principal as soon as possible.

We recognize that parents, guardians or other family members wish to take photos/video of their child(ren) at school
events; however, it is important to be aware that any images captured, that include other students and staff, cannot
be shared in public or posted on the Internet, including any social media (such as Facebook, Twitter, etc.) without the
expressed written consent of the other students’ parents/guardians or the staff member in the photo. Similarly, other
students’ and staff names cannot be shared publicly without expressed written consent.

Certificate of Accomplishment

Students who leave school before fulfilling the requirements for the Ontario Secondary School
Diploma or the Ontario Secondary Certificate may be granted a Certificate of Accomplishment.
This Certificate of Accomplishment may be a useful means of recognizing achievement for students
who plan to take certain vocational programs or other kinds of further training, or who plan to find
employment after leaving school.

Your 0.5.5.D. opens doors to all pathways — apprenticeship, college, university or
workplace.

Community Involvement

As part of the diploma requirements, students are required to complete a minimum of 40 hours of
volunteer activities with a NON-PROFIT ORGANIZATION. These activities may be conducted the
summer prior to starting grade 9 through to January the year of graduation. The community
involvement requirement is designed to provide an opportunity for students to meet the Catholic
Graduate Expectations, to encourage students to develop awareness and understanding of civic
responsibility and of the role they can play in supporting and strengthening their communities. The
requirement is to be completed outside students’ normal school instructional hours. Students will
maintain and provide a record of their community involvement activities. The principal will decide
whether the student has met the requirements for both the Ministry and the Board for these
activities.

Literacy Requirement

During the Grade 10 year, students will be given the opportunity to write the Ontario
Secondary School Literacy Test (OSSLT). Students must pass this test (or the OSSLC) in
order to graduate. Students who have been eligible to write the OSSLT at least once, and
who have been unsuccessful are eligible to take the Grade 12 Ontario Secondary School
Literacy Course (OSSLC). When these students successfully complete the OSSLC, they will
have met the provincial literacy requirements for graduation.





COURSE OPTIONS

The types of courses offered, and their organization provide for a graduated streaming of courses in
Grades 9 to 12, which will keep options open for all students in the earlier grades and prepare students
in senior grades for their future destination. In Grades 9 and 10, four types of courses are offered:
academic, applied, locally developed and open. Courses in Grades 11 and 12 are designed to prepare
students for a post-secondary destination —that is, for apprenticeship training, college, university, or
the workplace.

TYPES OF COURSES IN GRADES 9 AND 10

Students with their parents and teachers choose Grades 9 and 10 courses based primarily on student
interests, needs and achievements. In these years, students select an appropriate combination of open,
applied and academic courses in order to add to their knowledge and skills base, explore their interests,
and determine the type of educational program they are best suited to undertake. Students are not
required to make binding decisions about a particular educational and career path.

Academic Courses “D” Academic courses develop students’ knowledge and skills
through the study of theory and abstract problems. These
courses focus on the essential concepts of a subject and explore
related concepts as well. They incorporate practical applications
as appropriate.

Applied Courses “P” Applied courses focus on the essential concepts of a subject and
develop students’ knowledge and skills through practical
applications and concrete examples. Familiar situations are used
to illustrate ideas, and students are given more opportunities to
experience hands-on applications of the concepts and theories
they study.

Locally Developed LDCC courses focus on the knowledge and skills that students need
to be well prepared for success in the Grade 11 Workplace
Preparation courses.

(LDCC) “L”  Students with widely ranging levels of competency may require these courses;
some of these students may be four years behind grade level with
significant gaps in knowledge, concept understanding, and skills.
As well, LDCC courses will support students in developing and
enhancing strategies that they need to develop literacy and
numeracy skills and the confidence to use these skills in their
day-to-day activities.

Open Courses “0” Open courses comprise a set of expectations that are appropriate for all
students. They are designed to prepare students for further study
in a subject, and to enrich their education generally.

Transfer course is offered through summer school only.






Individual Pathway Plan (IPP)

To assist students with planning educational and career paths, each student will be
assigned a guidance counsellor. A tool for this planning will be the student's personal
Individual Pathway Plan completed each year with the help of the counsellor, classroom
teachers and parent(s)/guardian(s).

The Special Education Advisory Committee (S.E.A.C.)

S.E.A.C. is an advisory committee that represents the community and organizations of
Brant, Haldimand, and Norfolk Counties. This committee makes recommendations to the
Board of Trustees on programs and services that are needed for students. For more
information on the SEAC, the Board’s special education parents’ guide and special
education policies and programs, please contact the school.

Specialist High SKills Major Program (SHSM)

The SHSM program provides students with essential skills and work experience. In grades
11 & 12 students focus their learning on components of an economic sector while meeting
the requirements of the Ontario Secondary School Diploma. SHSM lets students focus on a
career path that matches their skills and interests. Students receive the SHSM seal on their
diploma when they:

e Complete a specific bundle of 8-10 courses in the student’s select field
e Earn valuable industry certification including first aid and CPR qualifications
e Gain important skills on the job with employers

e Heading for apprenticeship training, college, university or the workplace

COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION

The religion program at ACS is designed to provide students with a mature
understanding of the Catholic faith in grades 9 and 10 and then allow the student to
explore a variety of areas of interest in grades 11 and 12.

Grade 9, Religious Education (Be With Me) (Open) HRE101
This course uses the Beatitudes as a framework to examine the attitudes and actions that
characterize the Christian life. Students will derive knowledge and skills from a study of
Scripture, Profession of Faith, Christian Moral Development, Prayer, Sacramental Life, and
Family Life. Students are encouraged to grow in Gospel values while actively engaging in a
variety of challenging educational activities.

Grade 9, Visual Art with Religion (Open) HRE10X

This full year, 2 credit course meets both the Visual Art and Religious Education credit
requirements.

Assessments will be done through artistic expression. This course must be taken
concurrently with AVI10X

ENGLISH

The goal of the English program within a Catholic education is to encourage each
studentin the Christian tradition of compassion and reflection, to find and value his/her
own voice and reach his/her full potential.

Grade 9, English, Locally Developed ENG1L1

This course emphasizes the key reading, writing, oral communication and thinking skills
students need for success in secondary school and in their daily lives. In particular, the
program works toward preparing students to enter the grade eleven course in Workplace
English and/or grade 9 Applied English and to complete the literacy test successfully. Students
read a variety of narrative and expository forms, poetry, and drama and practise the skills
necessary for clear and accurate spoken and written language. In particular, course activities
will help develop confidence and self-esteem and provide motivation to succeed in school life.

Grade 9, English, Applied ENG1P1

This course emphasizes key reading, writing, oral communication, and thinking skills that
students need for success in secondary school and their daily lives. Students will study plays,
short stories, newspaper and magazine articles, and will describe and create media works. An
important focus will be the correct use of spoken and written language. The opportunity to
enrich the meaning of a piece of literature presented by an understanding of its
interconnectedness with our scriptural background is fundamental to Catholic education.
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Grade 9, English, Academic ENG1D1

This course emphasizes the analytic, reading, writing, oral communication, and thinking skills
that students need for success in secondary school academic programs and their daily lives.
Students will study and interpret texts from contemporary and historical periods, including
short stories, poems, and short essays, and will investigate and create media works. An
important focus will be the correct use of spoken and written language. The opportunity to
enrich the meaning of a piece of literature presented by an understanding of its
interconnectedness with our scriptural background is fundamental to Catholic education.

Grade 9, English as a Second Language ESLAO

This course builds on students’ previous education and language knowledge to introduce them
to the English language and help them adjust to the diversity in their new environment.
Students will use beginning English language skills in listening, speaking, reading, and writing
for everyday and essential academic purposes. They will engage in short conversations using
basic English language structures and simple sentence patterns; read short, adapted texts; and
write phrases and short sentences. The course also provides students with the knowledge and
skills they need to begin to adapt to their new lives in Canada.

Note: There are various levels of ESL depending on the student’s proficiency with English.
Each child will be assessed to make sure they are in the right level.

MATHEMATICS
The students use mathematical logical reasoning to make decisions which include
Catholic moral ethical concerns.

Grade 9, Mathematics, Locally Developed MAT1L1

This course enables students to broaden their understanding of mathematics as itis applied in
important areas of day to day living. Students will develop and consolidate money sense and
concepts in proportional reasoning.

Mathematics, Grade 9 MTH1W1
This course enables students to consolidate, and continue to develop, an understanding of
mathematical concepts related to number sense and operations, algebra, measurement,
geometry, data, probability, and financial literacy. Students will use mathematical processes,
mathematical modelling, and coding to make sense of the mathematics they are learning and to
apply their understanding to culturally responsive and relevant real-world situations. Students
will continue to enhance their mathematical reasoning skills, including proportional reasoning,
spatial reasoning, and algebraic reasoning, as they solve problems and communicate their
thinking. Prerequisite: None
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Grade 9, Mathematics, Advanced Placement MTH1WP

At ACS, we have been running the Advanced Placement program for many years. This program
offers students the opportunity to challenge themselves and expand their knowledge.
Students on the advice of their parents and the recommendation of their teachers, have
the opportunity to take the new de-streamed math course within the Advanced Placement
program.

SCIENCE

Science helps students to meet Ontario Catholic Graduate Expectations by enabling each
person to become areflective and creative thinker who examines, evaluates, and applies
knowledge of interdependent systems (physical, political, ethical, social-economic and
ecological) for the development of a just and compassionate society.

Grade 9, Science, Locally Developed SNC1L1

This course enables students to deepen their knowledge and understanding of the basic
concepts in biology, chemistry, earth and space science, and physics; to develop practical skills
in science investigation; and to apply their knowledge and skills to everyday situations.
Students conduct investigations into practical problems and issues related to cells and
reproduction, the structure and properties of elements and compounds, static and current
electricity, and astronomy and space exploration. A variety of hands-on activities assist
students to acquire concepts. Students will use different reporting strategies to facilitate the
development of communication skills.

Grade 9, Science, Applied SNC1P1

This course enables students to understand essential concepts in biology, chemistry, earth and
space science, and physics; to develop practical skills in scientific investigation; and to apply
their knowledge of science to everyday situations. Students will design and conduct
investigations into practical problems and issues related to cell division and reproduction, the
structure and properties of elements and compounds, astronomy and space exploration, and
static and current electricity. Students will be encouraged to develop an understanding and
appreciation for the wonders and complexities of God's creations, both living and non-living.

Grade 9, Science, Academic SNC1D1

This course enables students to understand essential concepts in biology, chemistry, earth and
space science, and physics; to develop skills in the processes of scientific inquiry; and to relate
science knowledge to technological, social, and environmental knowledge. Students will learn
about scientific theories and pursue inquiries related to cell division and reproduction, atomic
and molecular structures, properties of elements and compounds, the universe and space
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exploration, and the principles of static and current electricity. Students will be encouraged to
develop an understanding and appreciation for the wonders and complexities of God's
creations, both living and non-living.

CANADIAN AND WORLD STUDIES
Students are introduced to many of the themes found in the teachmgs of the Catholic
Church including respect for the environment and social justice. The courses offered
teach students respect for human rights including individual rights, labour rights,
feminist rights, cultural group rights, and aboriginal rights.

Grade 9, Geography of Canada, Applied Supported CGC1PM
This course enables students to deepen their knowledge of ecozones, the geography of
Canada and our country’s place in the global community. Students will investigate the
interconnections among the country’s landforms, climate, soils, plants, animals and human
activities in a variety of hands- on activities to acquire concepts and skills. Student will be
supported to understand the Catholic Christian response to issues such as multicultural
refugees and immigration, poverty, unemployment, and homelessness.

Grade 9, Geography of Canada, Applied CGC1P1

This course draws upon students' everyday experiences and uses a variety of frameworks,
including ecozones, to help students learn about the geography of Canada and the country's
place in the global community. Students will investigate the interconnections among the
country's landforms, climate, soils, plants, animals, and human activities in order to
understand Canada's physical character and diversity, and various kinds of interactions.
Students understand the Catholic Christian response to issues such as multiculturalism,
refugees & immigration, poverty, unemployment, and homelessness.

Grade 9, Geography of Canada, Academic CGC1D1

This course uses a variety of frameworks, including ecozones and principles of physical,
human, and economic geography, to explore the distinct and evolving character of Canada's
geography. Students will investigate the interconnections between the environment and
human activities in Canadian eco zones in order to understand Canada's diversity and role
in the world. Students understand the Catholic Christian response to issues such as
Multiculturalism, Refugees & Immigration, Poverty, Unemployment, and Homelessness.
Christian response to issues as multi-culturalism, refugees and immigration,
unemployment, ethnic cleansing, capital punishment and women'’s rights.
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FRENCH AS A SECOND LANGUAGE

Courses offered within the Modern and International Languages Department nurture
and promote the affirmation of different nations and cultures. Students will become
effective communicators and will be encouraged to speak, write and listen honestly and
sensitively, responding critically in the light of Gospel values. Students will be
encouraged to develop attitudes and values founded on Catholic social dignity and the
welfare of others.

Grade 9, Core French, Applied Supported FSF1PM
This course emphasizes the further development of oral communication skills, using the
theme of media; the focus is the development of oral communication skills as well as the
integration of reading and writing skills, students will expand their ability to understand
and speak French through conversation, discussions and presentations. The importance of
respecting people of various cultures and languages will be emphasized.

Grade 9, Core French, Applied FSF1P1

This course emphasizes the further development of oral communication skills, using the theme
of media; the development of oral communication skills will be integrated with the
development of reading and writing skills. Students will expand their ability to understand
and speak French through conversations, discussions, and presentations. They will also read
media-related short stories, articles, poems, and songs and write brief descriptions, letters,
dialogues, and invitations. Students will understand the importance of respecting people of
various languages and cultures.

Grade 9, Core French, Academic FSF1D1

This course emphasizes the further development of oral communication, reading, and writing
skills. Students will build on and apply their knowledge of French while exploring a variety of
themes, such as relationships, trends, and careers. Thematic readings, which include a
selection of short stories, articles, and poems, will serve as steppingstones to oral and written
activities. Students will understand the importance of respecting people of various languages
and cultures.
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EXTENDED FRENCH

The aim of the Extended French program is to develop students’ French-language
knowledge and skills to provide them with an understanding and appreciation of
francophone culture in Canada and around the world. At the secondary level, schools
may grant a certificate in Extended French when the student has completed a
sequence of four courses in Extended French and three courses in other subjects
taught in French.

Grade 9, Extended French, Academic FEF1DF
This course provides opportunities for students to speak and interact in French in a variety of
real-life and personally relevant contexts. Students will develop their skills in listening,
speaking, reading, and writing by using language learning strategies introduced in the
elementary Extended French program. They will develop their creative and critical thinking
skills through independently responding to and interacting with a variety of oral and written
texts. They will also enhance their understanding and appreciation of diverse French-speaking
communities and will develop skills necessary for lifelong language learning.

Prerequisite: Minimum of 1260 hours of instruction in French, or equivalent

Those choosing this course will be required to take PPL10F Healthy Active Living
Education taught in French

ELECTIVES
CHOOSE TWO COURSES
THE ARTS

Education in the arts involves students intellectually, emotionally, spiritually, socially
and physically stimulating a wide variety of learning styles and increasing a student’s
learning potential. Courses celebrate and explore the human experience and encourage
students in the process of self-discovery and spiritual growth while awakening talents
and a worldview that transcends cultural differences. Students in the arts strive for
excellence, originality and personal development, while supporting these qualities in
the works of others.

Grade 9, Dramatic Arts (Open) ADA101

This course emphasizes the active exploration of dramatic forms and techniques, using
material from a wide range of authors, genres, and cultures. Students will construct, discuss,
perform, and analyse drama, and then reflect on the experiences to develop an understanding
of themselves, the art form, and the world around them.
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Grade 9, Music - Instrumental (Open) AMU101
This course is designed for students who wish to play a band instrument at a level that strikes
a balance between challenge and skill and is aimed at developing technique, sensitivity and
imagination. Students will study an overview of the importance of music throughout history in
Western and non-Western cultures. Students will also learn correct musical terminology and
develop an understanding of the musical language as it appears in print.

Grade 9, Music - Vocal (Open) AMV101
This course emphasizes vocal performance at a level that strikes a balance between challenge
and skill and is aimed at developing technique, sensitivity, and imagination. Students do not
need to have previous musical experience in order to take this course. Students will study an
overview of the importance of music throughout history in Western and Non-Western
cultures. Students will also learn correct musical terminology and develop an understanding
of the musical language as it appears in print.

Grade 9, Dance (Open) ATC101
This course gives students the opportunity to explore their technical and compositional skills
by applying the elements of dance and the tools of composition in a variety of performance
situations. Students will generate movement through structured and unstructured
improvisation, demonstrate an understanding of safe practices with regard to themselves and
others in the dance environment, and identify the function and significance of dance within the
global community.

Grade 9, Visual Arts (Open) AVI101

This course offers an overview of visual arts as a foundation for further study. Students will
become familiar with the elements and principles of design and the expressive qualities of
various materials through working with a range of materials, processes, techniques, and styles.
They will learn and use methods of analysis and criticism and will study the characteristics of
early Western historical art periods and a selection of Canadian art and the art of other
cultures. Students will receive instruction in the basics of painting, drawing, printmaking and
sculpture, so no prior experience is necessary.

Grade 9, Visual Art with Religion (Open) AVI10X

This full year, 2 credit course meets both the Visual Art and Religious Education credit
requirements.

Assessments will be done through artistic expression. This course must be taken
concurrently with HRE10X
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BUSINESS STUDIES

As Catholics we believe that human beings have been chosen by God to help transform
the universe. Today’s rapid advances in the Canadian business environment and
information technology field offer ACS students an unprecedented chance to fulfil that
role. In the right hands, minds and hearts, information technology and business studies
courses will help students sustain and build a culture oflife. In these courses’ students
will acquire the skills, knowledge and attitudes necessary to function effectively in the
twenty-first century. Students can help build a culture that supports life in all of its
dimensions: body, mind and spirit. Activities in our courses reflect our concern for the
dignity and worth of all human beings and provide ample opportunities to develop and
to practice not only the knowledge and sKills related to business and technology but
also the attitudes and actions that we value as a Catholic community.

Grade 9, Introduction to Information Technology in Business (Open) BTT101

This course introduces students to the use of information technology in a business
environment. Students will learn how to use information technology in a work environment,
perform electronic research, communicate electronically, and use common business software.
They will also explore possible future occupations in information technology. Students will
apply problem solving skills using Catholic Social Teaching as it relates to the workplace and
information technology.

HEALTH AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION

The Health and Physical Education department at ACS offers our students the
opportunity to work towards the Ontario Catholic Graduate Expectations. Students will
endeavour to become a self-directed, responsible, lifelong learner who participates in
leisure and fitness activities for a balanced and healthy lifestyle.

Grade 9, Healthy Active Living Education (Open) PPL10B Male
PPL10G Female
PPL10OF French
This course emphasizes students' daily participation in a variety of enjoyable physical
activities that promote lifelong healthy active living. Students will learn movement techniques
and principles, ways to improve personal fitness and physical competence, and safety/injury-
prevention strategies. They will investigate issues related to healthy sexuality and the use and
abuse of alcohol, tobacco, and other drugs and will participate in activities designed to develop
goal setting, communication, and social skills.
Students will use information from Healthy and Active Living to make moral decisions
concerning issues
such as AIDS, Eating Disorders, Drugs and Alcohol, etc.
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Basketball (Open) PAL107
This course focuses on the development of a personalized approach to healthy active living
through participation in basketball focused activities. Student learning will include the
application of movement principles so as to refine skills to enhance personal competence in
the sport of basketball. Students will develop and implement personal fitness and strength
training plans that would benefit playing this sport. Students will examine issues related to
healthy relationships, reproductive health, mental health and personal safety. Students will
also be given the opportunity to enhance goal setting, decision making, social and
interpersonal skills. Expectations will be met through the focus of individual and large group
related activities pertaining to basketball.

TECHNOLOGICAL EDUCATION
Integrated Technologies, Grade 9, (Open) TIj101

This course enables students to understand the technological and computer concepts they will
need in order to design develop and build usable products or to deliver services, as well as to
pursue further technological studies. Students will use the technological design process, and a
variety of tools and software to solve problems, complete projects, and strengthen their
communication skills.

Students will experience a rotation through three of the following technologies: (depending on
facility availability) Construction, Communications, Manufacturing, Transportation, Hospitality
& Tourism and Computer Technology

GUIDANCE EDUCATION

Grade 9, Learning Strategies Literacy:

Skills for Success in High School (Open) GLE101

This course introduces students to learning theories and strategies, prepares them to become
effective independent learners, and helps them increase their personal management skills,
both in school and in other contexts. Students will learn how to use reflective thinking,
structured inquiry, active reading, memorization, goal-setting strategies, and time-and stress-
management skills to identify and work towards their goals. The course will also help students
identify their preferred ways of learning and use this knowledge to increase their confidence,
motivation, and ability to learn. Students will recognize and appreciate how their God-given
gifts and talents can be used in future endeavours.
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FRENCH FOR BEGINNERS (Optional)

Core French (Grade 9 Open) FSF101

This is an introductory course for students who have little or no knowledge of French or who
have not accumulated the minimum of 600 hours of elementary Core French instruction.
Students will begin to understand and speak French in guided and structured interactive
settings and will develop fundamental communication skills through discussing situations and
issues that are relevant to their daily lives. Throughout the course, students will develop their
awareness of diverse French- speaking communities in Canada and acquire an understanding
and appreciation of their communities. They will also develop a variety of skills necessary to
become life-long language learners.

Prerequisite: None

NATIVE LANGUAGES

Mohawk (Grade 9 Open) LNMAO1
This course is open to the entire student body and will allow students who have no prior
Native language experience to develop and appreciation for the Mohawk language and culture,
to explore and experience a unique world view, and to learn to speak a Native language.
Students will use the language being studied for greetings and daily routines, become familiar
with its writing and sound system, and practise basic vocabulary and phrases. Students will
also use information technology during course-related activities.
