Points can only be earned during the first four years of high school. Points earned at either St. John’s or Holy Trinity are transferable, but subject to the approval of the ACS School Letter Committee. 

4.
Points must be earned in at least 3 of 5 areas; the academic component is compulsory.

5.
The minimum number of points required for the School Letter is 260 points:

(i)         academic area must have a minimum of 150 points




(ii)
two other areas must have a minimum of 30 points each.



6. The minimum number of points required for the Lion Award is 180 points:




(i)
academic area must have a minimum of 80 points




(ii)
two other areas must have a minimum of 20 points each.

7.
The community volunteer service points can be completed from school volunteer work or community volunteer work. The 40 hours of community service required for high school graduation cannot be used in this area. School volunteer work must be signed by the appropriate ACS staff member.  Community volunteer work must include a letter on official organization letterhead confirming your volunteer hours and signed by an authorized member of the organization.  Parental signatures will not be accepted.  Entries in the CVS section of the application are subject to the approval of the School Letter Committee.
8. During the student’s years at Assumption College, the student must have behaved in accordance with the school’s Code of Human Relations.

9. Achieving the minimum number of points for either the School Letter or the Lion Award does not mean that either will be granted 
10. When calculating points for the academic area use mid-term report card marks automatically.
